My name is Paul Dawn and | have had the privilege teaching guitar and ukulele at Lowes Wong Junior
School and the Minster since 2008. I've got a little extra time on my schedule this academic year and
Mrs Speed has very kindly allowed me to offer small group lessons to the children at the infants
school.

Atthe moment, | am just looking to gauge interest and if we have enough pupils we can start in the
spring term when we return to school after the Christmas holidays. The children will be in groups of 2
for a 20 minute session or groups of 3 for 30 minute lesson.

The lessons cost £80 per term without instrument hire and £102 per term with instrument hire. Fees
are payable by bank transfer at the start of each term and a terms notice is required for cancellation of
tuition.
